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The educational systems in most countries of the world
are witnessing a series of educational reforms, in order to
enhance the quality of school education, and these reforms
have included most of the elements of the educational process,
whether curricula, teaching aids or raising the efficiency of
teachers. Based on the fact that school management is the
main element for the success of school education and the
achievement of school effectiveness in general.

School self-management is a prerequisite for the
application of institutional capacity standards — one of the areas
of quality standards and accreditation in pre-university
education — which includes a set of standards and indicators on
which administrative processes are evaluated in light of their
ability to self-manage the school.

The problem of the study: - The problem of the study is

summarized in the following main question: -



— To what extent is self-management applied in schools in the
General Directorate of Education of Diyala Center?

— What is the level and extent of teaching competencies of
physical education teachers in the Directorate of Education of
Diyala Governorate (Baqubah — Center).

— Is it possible for self-management to develop the teaching
competencies of physical education teachers from their point of
view?

Objectives of the study: - It is summarized in: -

Building a scale of self-management for physical education
teachers in the General Directorate of Diyala Education,
identifying the level of self-management and teaching
competencies among physical education teachers in the
General Directorate of Diyala Education, and identifying the
correlation  between  self-management and  teaching
competencies among physical education teachers in the

General Directorate of Diyala Education.

areas of research:
Human field: Physical education teachers in the Directorate
General of Diyala Education
Time Range: From 17/10/2023 to 23/7/2023.
Spatial area: Baqubah schools center.
The researcher used the descriptive approach and the

method of survey and correlation , the research community

consists of all teachers of physical education in the schools of



the General Directorate of Education of Diyala, and according
to the lists prepared by the Central Statistics Division in the
Directorate as the total number of teachers of physical
education (734) teachers, the total sample of the research be
from (342) and the community of origin, and formed a
percentage (46.59% of the original community distributed
among the schools of the district of Baqubah center, where the
sample of construction (300) teachers and constituted their
percentage (40.87%), as for the exploratory experiment, it
consisted of (42) teaching outside the research sample, and
from the community of origin, and constituted a percentage of

(5.72% of the indigenous community .

In order to achieve the goal of the study, the researcher built

a scale for school self-management according to the method

and steps of the scientific method to build the scale, as the
main experiment began with 2/5/2022 to 27/10/2022, as an

attempt to benefit from it in activating the self-management of
secondary education schools, then extracted the discriminatory
ability, and the internal consistency of the phrases in a way
(Pearson), through the statistical bag (SPSS) ), after which the
stability was extracted by the method of (Alpha Cronbach).
The most important conclusions reached by the study are as
follows:

1- The method of extreme centralization in education, as it
hinders the performance of the director of his duties and

leads to the postponement of the decision on many



matters, disruption of work and lead to complications in
the workflow.
2- The difficulty of implementing some ministerial decisions on

the ground of the school environment.

The most important recommendations are:

1. The need to achieve community participation in a small
way in the school board of directors to make school
decisions that are responsible for a wide base of
participants to ensure transparency and then
accountability.

2. The imperative of delegation, renewal, concession and
decentralization, in order to ensure effective participation

from the bottom up
