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Abstract

The present research aims at identifying " The Impact of Employing
Marder Strategy in Developing Reading Skills for Fourth Literary Grade

Female Students in Material of Reading".

In order to achieve the aims of the research, the researcher put the

following main hypotheses:

1. There was no statistically significant difference at the level of
(0.05) between the average score of the female students of the

experimental group who study the material of reading in Marder

Strategy and the average score of the female students of the control
group who study the same subject according to the usual method in
developing post-reading skills and the following hypotheses are
from them:

A-There was no statistically significant difference at the level of

(0.05) between the average score of the female students of the
experimental group and the average score of the female students of
the control group in testing the development of post-understanding
skill.

B- There was no statistically significant difference at the level of
(0.05) between the average score of the female students of the
experimental group and the average score of the female students of
the control group in testing the development of post-speed skill.

C- There was no statistically significant difference at the level of
(0.05) between the average score of the female students of the
experimental group and the average score of the female students of
the control group in testing the development of post-health skill.

2. There was no statistically significant difference at the level of

(0.05) between the average score of the female students of the
experimental group in developing reading skills (pre and post) as
shown in the following hypotheses:

A-There was no statistically significant difference at the level of

(0.05) between the average score of the female students of the
experimental in testing the development of understanding skill
(pre and post).
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B- There was no’ statistically significant difference at the level of
(0.05) between the average score of the female students of the
experimental in testing the development of speed skill (pre and

post). ~

C- There was no statistically significant difference at the level of
(0.05) between the average score of the female students of the
experimental in testing the development of health skill (pre and

post).

The research sample was (71 female students) at fourth grade, about
(36) in the first experimental group and (35) in the control group. The
researcher deliberately chose from Um Habibah Preparatory School and
Jummanah Secondary School at Baqubah District/ Governorate of Diyala
for the academic year (2018-2019). The sample was randomly divided

into two groups reading material was studied by the experimental group -

according to Marder Strategy and the second group was the contro! group
studied according to the traditional followed method.

‘The researcher equaled between the two groups concerning a number

of variables (the grades of material of reading for this current academic -

year, chronical age counted in months for female students, academic
attainment for both parents, language ability test for Al-Hashame and
Faiza, and developing pre-reading skills test). After limiting the scientific
material containing (8) subjects from the deciding curriculum the reading
book for fourth literary grade female students (2018-2019).

The researcher formulated the special behavioral objectives for
teaching plans for the subjects and were (89) behavioral objectives and
laid typical teaching plans for a subject from the limited subjects in the
experiment. The researcher checked the psychometric aspects for the

represented test items with the factors (T-test for two independent

unequal samples to conduct some equivalence and extracted the results,
Ki-Square to conduct some equivalence, Pearson Correlation Coefficient
to check the stability of test of understanding skill, T-test for two
correlated samples, activity of wrong substitutes, factor of items
discrimination, Spearman-Brown equitation).

The researcher started implementing the experiment in 3/3/2019 and
lasted till 3/5/2019. In order to achieve the aims of the research, the
researcher prepared a measurement to coliect, gather, and analyze data
statistically. The results showed the superiority of the experimental aroun
over the control group in the three skills and also showed that there is a
development in the three skills between the individuals c¢f the %)
experimental group. ‘ ~ /e
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The researcher concluded several points some of which were that the
Marder Strategy was affective in remembering and preparing information
better than regular method in reading, or remembering the material. The
researcher recommended several recommendations some were necessary
in relying on Marder Strategy between the female students and to assure

on it from the teachers to direct towards it during remembering and

preparing.

The researcher suggested the following:
1. Conducting similar studies on other stages of study like primary,
preparatory, and college.

2. Conducting similar studies on other materials like grammar of the
Arabic Language, composition, rhetoric, etc.
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
