Conclusions and recommendations:

Been reached on a set of results, including:

1. A relationship were significant in the value of (t) calculated
between all the clubs in the (social attribution, the level of
performance and arranging team league) in general.

2. And significant relationship exists between the moral (social
attribution and the level of performance) Club (Arbil, the air
force, Dohuk, Baghdad, and Zora), while did not show any
significant relationship with the club Diyala.

3. And significant relationship exists between the moral (social
and cross the standings in the league club Arbil, and the Air
Force, Dohuk, and Baghdad, and Zora, and Diyala).

4. There were significant differences in attribution between the
social clubs Irbil, air, Dohuk, and Baghdad, while there were no
significant differences to the Clubs Zora and Diyala.

5. There were significant differences in the level of the
performance of the clubs, Irbil, and Zora, Baghdad, while there
were no significant differences between the clubs, Dahuk,
Diyala, and the Air Force.

The most important recommendations were:

1. Attribution, and the need to provide real support and effective
for clubs and sports federations by all bodies and institutions
related to sport and equally.

2. Coach must be aware of the development of human relations

between him and the players and to defend their legitimate
rights and helps them solve their problems and remove all the
burdens of State for the player and help him to focus in the
game.

3. The need to hold seminars and trips for recreational players
by management and the coach to promote moral support to the
players and reduce their stress that occurs during training or
competition.

4. Must be trained to focus on other forms of attribution,
because of their direct impact on the level of performance and
achievement in the course of the competition.

5. Need to focus on incentives and bonuses; because it has
become a major factor in the surge of players about performance
and development level, but that these things make the
performance of the players is struggle and masculine
performance and persistence factors which help and
complement the achievement.

6. The need for the administration and the coach to enter the
psychological part of the annual curriculum for the players, had
a psychiatrist who specializes in psychology sports to
accompany the team during the competition as well as training
players on the skill to cope with psychological pressure.
